Parents/guardians
dropping off their students will pull in on the north side of the building, closest to the railroad tracks,
(Student Drop Off & Student Parking Area) or along the east side of the building along 7th Street St.
SE in the student drop-off area by the Senior High Office area. Please do not enter our bus drop-off
lane or staff parking areas.

As students enter the school, they will be greeted by staff members and students will need to proceed
to the junior high office area. Class lists will be posted on the junior high entrance walls with students’
names and homerooms. Students will be asked to find their name and go to their assigned
homeroom. Staff will be available to assist students in this process.

Once students get settled into their homeroom, they will get to meet their homeroom teacher, go over
school expectations, get assigned a locker, receive a locker agreement, and get a copy of their
student academic timetable. Students are asked to please bring their own lock and combination
number.
